You can
expect to pay rent from NZ$180 to NZ$450 per week depending on the location or
renting a bedroom you can pay rent from NZ$100 to NZ$160 per week (usually including
power, phone and Internet), depending on size and whether or not the apartment/house
is furnished. When renting apartments you will have to pay a bond (usually 2-4 weeks#
rent in advance), power, phone, and any other amenities such as gas, internet connection
